Mathematics Ty
The children will now be extending their knowledge and .
understanding of numbers within 20, whilst building on
their fluency, reasoning and problem-solving skills. The
children will learn the value of each number, find 1 more
and 1 less, order numbers and many other skills. Each of
these will be supported with the use of concrete resources,
pictorial representations and in the abstract too. The chil-
dren will also be taking part in another Maths session near
the end of each day which builds on their understanding of

numbers to further develop their confidence and fluency.

Science

This half term we will be continuing with the 1ea1%w
of ‘Materials’. The children in this unit will be con-
ducting an investigation to test waterproof materials,
how stretchy a material is, what happens when a ma-
terial is cooled or heated and many more.

English

In English, the children will continue to secure the use of
capital letters, finger spaces and full stops for every sen-
tence. The formation of both lower and upper case letters
will continue to be practiced amongst different writing op-
portunities.

During Phonics, we will be continuing to grow the code, as
we learn alternative graphemes. Herons will continue to
have group reading sessions three times a week and will
bring home a reading book from these sessions.
